Motions and Decisions of the Board of Directors 
June, 2007
At the Board meeting of June 1, 2007, it was decided by unanimous consent:

To accept the Membership Coordinator Performance Standards as posted to the discussion list earlier in the week.
To add one board member to make a total of seven elected officers. This officer will be a Director-at-Large with no permanently assigned duties.

That the terms of office for the President, Vice President of Outreach, and Director-at-Large will start in even-numbered years.  The terms of office for the rest of the board will start in odd-numbered years.

That levels of membership will not be spelled out in the bylaws, but will be specified in the Policies and Procedures Manual and will be available to anyone on request.
To set up an account with Survey Monkey and use it for elections and monthly surveys in Tarot Reflections.
To revise the mission statement to read: “The American Tarot Association is a professional and social organization for Tarot enthusiasts, students, scholars, and readers. We promote the study and appreciation of Tarot by supporting a variety of educational programs. We require a high level of ethics in Tarot readings by asking our members to agree to our published code of ethics”.

To make the members’ default passwords their email address on the membership database.
That the ATA will sponsor peer crisis training sessions quarterly via conference call

To establish a policy that any email received by the reading networks or any ATA email address, indicating that the sender is a clear danger to themselves or others, or has committed a criminal act, will be forwarded to the appropriate authorities.  This policy will be posted on the networks website

That the President should have access to the bank account and should approve all checks over $200.

Decisions made by unanimous consent via email discussion June 2007

The ATA will support the International Tarot Achievement Award sponsored by the Association of Tarot Studies (Association.tarotstudies.org). The ATA will send a $100 donation toward the award, which will be offset by an anonymous donation to the ATA from a member, and the board will send the ATS its recommendation of Mary Greer for the prize.
